Free Seed, Sow & Grow program hosted by Boston Natural Areas Network  

BOSTON, MA, March 12, 2010 – Understanding your soil is fundamental to the quality, safety, and performance 

of your garden. Sampling and testing your soil is one thing; knowing how to read the results of those tests is another 

thing entirely. Becoming familiar with soil test results and interpretation will help you maximize your garden 

experience.
