If drivers must leave the compost on the sidewalk outside the garden, it must be moved into the garden within 24 hours.  

Compost is provided by the City of Boston Public Works Dept’s. Recycling Program at no cost to community gardens.  Boston Natural Areas Networks distributes forms and collects the orders for compost which are then submitted to the City for delivery.
